As the new year began, 
it brought an entirely new 
perspective on life for one 
Stanton woman.

In January, Rosie Coffin 
was diagnosed with conges-
tive heart failure.

“My heart doesn't pump 
enough blood to my body,” 
Coffin said. “And it's en-
larged.”

Coffin didn't expect the 
diagnosis. She went in to 
see the doctor thinking 
she might have a cold or 
bronchitis. Instead, a much 
more severe condition was 
detected.

“It was a blow to me,” 
she said. “My whole life got 
taken away from me.”

Now, Coffin's employer 
and her community are 
reaching out to try and help 
her cope with the difficult 
journey that lies ahead.

Ron Boyko and Boyko In-
corporated are sponsoring a 
pancake and sausage break-
fast this coming Sunday. The 
benefit will be a free will 

donation. It will run from 
11 a.m. to 2 p.m., and will 
be held at the Stanton Civic 
Center. A bake sale and si-
lent auction, including items 
donated by Coffin's sisters, 
will also be held in conjunc-
tion with the feed.

“I am so appreciative for 
Ron, the Boykos and every-
one that's involved,” Coffin 
said, tearing up. “They are 
just wonderful people. I 
can't thank them enough.”
After receiving the diagno-
sis, Coffin said she was told 
her heart could go at any 
time, causing a great deal 
of concern for her and her 
family as she awaits the pos-
sibility of a new heart.

Currently, Coffin is doc-
toring at the University of 
Minnesota in the Twin Cit-
ies. She is on the list for a 
potential heart transplant in 
June.

Coffin said she consid-
ered other options, such 
as a heart pump. However, 
she decided she didn't want 
foreign objects inside her, 
especially with the potential 

of them making a transplant 
more difficult.

As a result of this condi-
tion, Coffin, 52, is no longer 
able to continue working 
as a laborer with Boyko 
Incorporated in Stanton, a 
position she said she loves. 
She said she is a very active 
person, which also makes 
her condition more difficult 
to bear.

Coffin said she is unsure 
what caused the condition.

“It gets to be hard to 
comprehend that I have this 
situation,” she said.

At this point, Coffin is 
visiting a heart specialist in 
Bismarck every two months, 
in addition to working 
with her primary caregiver 
Heather Czywczynski. She 
also goes to Minnesota ev-
ery six weeks, and said she 
will likely have to live there 
temporarily as the time for 
the potential transplant 
approaches, so that she is 
readily available if the right 
heart for her comes in.

Recently, Coffin was able 
to enjoy a slumber party 
with all her kids and grand-
kids, who came up to see 
her. She said that has been 
a major highlight for her in 
the middle of her struggles.

“Those grandkids, those 
are some pretty precious 
things, I tell you,” she said.

Coffin said Boyko was 
aware of her financial situ-
ation, and the high costs 
associated with doctoring 
these kind of conditions.

Coffin is hopeful for the 
future, saying she was told 
at Minnesota that she is 
a good candidate for the 
transplant. But, until June at 
least, all she and her family 
can do is wait.

“Well, it's like what do I 
do?” she said. “I don't have 
income coming in anymore.” 
She added that she is cur-
rently filing for disability.

This situation makes 
her all the more grateful to 
Boyko and those who are 
coming out Sunday to help.

“The help is very much 
appreciated, and it's great 
people help out like this,” 
she said.
