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Weekly project meetings will 

kick off Thursday as Wilton 

Public School officials and con-

tractors re-evaluate the school 

renovation plans ahead of re-

bidding this fall. 

Wilton Public School Super-

intendent Andrew Jordan said 

he will be meeting with en-

gineers once a week to work 

on a new bid package for the 

long-anticipated school reno-

vation. An initial round of bids, 

which Jordan said came in high 

and without bids in several ar-

eas, was rejected by the school 

board last month. 

Jordan said he and project 

engineers are working to-

gether to identify areas of the 

project that can be separated 

into alternates instead of being 

included in the base project 

scope. Engineers are also tak-

ing a closer look at items that 

were bid at a higher cost than 

projected to see if there are ad-

justments that could be made. 

One item that the team re-

visited was an elevator that is 

planned for the northern side 

of the school near the gymna-

sium. 
“We looked to see if we 

could do a lift instead, but ADA 

requires it to be an elevator,” 

Jordan said. 
The school received one bid 

for the elevator, with Otis El-

evator pricing it out at about 

$103,385. Combination plumb-

ing, heating, air and ventilation 

bids ranged from $1.38 mil-

lion to $1.53 million. Two bids 

for membrane roofing were 

submitted -- one for $518,895 

and the other for $648,500. An 

$842,098 and a $729,700 bid 

was submitted for electrical 

work on the project. 

A total of seven project 

scopes didn’t receive bids -- 

fencing, landscaping and seed-

ing, retaining walls, board wall 

assemblies, fume hood, cold-

formed metal framing and 

building concrete. 

Jordan said he plans to bring 

an update to the school board 

at its Aug. 23 meeting this 

month and the school is hop-

ing to start advertising for new 

bids this fall. 
“The goal is to rebid in Octo-

ber,” Jordan said.

One-third of Washburn’s 

special assessment committee 

has been determined, as com-

missioners fill the first of three 

open seats. 
The Washburn City Commis-

sion voted unanimously last 

week to appoint Brandon “Bud-

dy” Lazier to the special assess-

ment committee, which deter-

mines how city project costs 

are divided among residents. 

Lazier fills one of three vacant 

positions on the three-person 

committee, which has a two-, 

four- and six-year position to 

fill. The commission agreed to 

decide the length of Lazier’s 

term at a later date.

The assessment committee, 

which has been unmanned 

since one member’s term end-

ed and two remaining mem-

bers died, is needed to deter-

mine cost allocation for the 

city’s current street project. The 

committee will host a public 

hearing to present assessment 

plans, which will be reviewed 

again later at a separate public 

hearing by the city commission. 

City Auditor Chelsea Brandt 

said the city has until Nov. 1 

to submit the city budget, ac-

counting for assessments, to 

the county. The special assess-

ment committee hearing must 

be advertised for at least 30 

days prior to the hearing.

Brandt said she hadn’t talked 

to the city attorney regarding 

what would happen if all three 

spots couldn’t be filled.  

Regarding the two remaining 

positions, commissioners said 

there were ideas for possible 

appointees. 
“We’ll find three somehow,” 

Commission President Larry 

Thomas said. “We have some 

names we’ve been kind of toss-

ing around.” 
In other business, the com-

mission: 
● Discussed a code of 

conduct for commission meet-

ings. A draft of the policy is set 

to be presented for a first read-

ing at the next regular meeting, 

● Approved a motion to 

move the city website to new 

host site Municipal Impact, as 

the current site host was sold 

and user costs are increasing,

taling $403,964, 

● And set a special meet-

ing for July 24 to discuss the 

2024 budget.

Neither driver in a two-vehi-

cle crash is facing charges after 

a Tacoma and Harley collided 

on U.S. Hwy 83 in Wilton.

According to North Dako-

ta Highway Patrol Sgt. Brian 

Mehlhoff, a Wilton couple was 

uninjured in a crash at about 

3 p.m. July 16 in Wilton after a 

motorcycle struck their Toyota 

Tacoma. 
Mehlhoff said Jack Scott, 28, 

of Crystal Lake, Illinois, was 

traveling North on Highway 83, 

while John Hruby, 79, of Wilton 

was traveling west on Burleigh 

Road. Hruby entered the inter-

section to go south on Highway 

83.
“Hruby pulled out in front of 

Scott with the rear of his truck 

still in the left lane when Scott 

braked and struck the rear of 

the pickup,” Mehlhoff stated in 

a release.
Although Scott was thrown 

from his motorcycle, he was 

wearing a helmet and trans-

ported to Sanford Health by 

ambulance with minor injuries. 

Mehlhoff described the road 

and weather conditions as 

“good and sunny” at the time 

of the crash. 
Through the investigation, 

Mehlhoff told the Leader News 

drugs and alcohol were not 

believed to be involved in the 

crash.
“No charges were filed on 

either driver,” he explained.

After seeing some leakage 

issues during the late winter 

and thawing season, the city 

of Washburn will get repairs on 

some of its city buildings.

During the city of Washburn 

Commission meeting June 12, 

the board voted unanimously 

to spend just over $6,700 for 

roofing repairs to fix the leak-

ing issues.
“I think you all know we have 

had some leaking problems all 

alongside the building,” said 

Public works Superintendent 

Adam Thomas at the meet-

ing. “We have been having on-

going roofing problems at the 

shop, as well.”
Thomas told the commission 

he asked a Tecta America – a 

commercial roofing company 

– to come out and look at the 

roofs for the city hall, fire hall, 

water treatment plant and li-

brary. Thomas noted Tecta 

America did roofing jobs for 

the city between six and seven 

years ago, confirming to the 

board he felt the did a good job 

during that project. 

The total cost for repairing 

the damages come to $6,723, 

which the commission said was 

a “reasonable” amount.

With the commission’s ap-

proval, Thomas said Tecta 

America believed they could 

start the repairs in the fall of 

this year.
Commissioners asked Thomas 

how long after the repairs does 

he think the roofs will have to 

be replaced.
“It will depend on how well the 

repairs are done,” Thomas said.

City of Washburn President 

Larry Thomas suggested the 

board either plan for the roof 

replacements in upcoming 

budgets or start to put money 

aside each year to be prepared 

for when it does need to be 

replaced, which fellow com-

missioners agreed was a good 

idea.
Other points of business in-

cluded:
- Approving state aid to the 

park board.
- Approving insurance reserve 

payments to the park board.

- Approving an additional plat 

for the Barnhardts.

- Discussed the possibility of 

purchasing a tractor.

- Discussed placing an electri-

cal hook up by McLean County 

Resource Center.

- Approving a lead service line 

inventory assistance resolution.

School board denies 

early contract exit

Lack of staff for 23-24 

school year led to decision

Citing current staffing deficits, 

members of the Wilton Public 

School Board of Education vot-

ed July 7 to reject an elemen-

tary teacher’s resignation. 

During a special meeting Fri-

day, the Wilton school board 

reviewed a letter of resignation 

from Lori Winnenbach. Win-

nenbach, who is an elementary 

STEM teacher and intervention-

ist, submitted her resignation 

July 6. 
With the school already in need 

of a couple of teachers, aids 

and bus drivers for the upcom-

ing school year, Superinten-

dent Andrew Jordan said the 

board was reluctant to release 

a contracted teacher. 

“With already being short, the 

board wouldn’t let her out of 

her contract,” Jordan said. 

Winnenbach’s contract runs 

through the 2023-24 school 

year, concluding in May of 

2024. 
Although Winnenbach could 

potentially still end her con-

tract, Jordan said The Educa-

tional Standards and Practices 

Board could revoke her license

North Dakota’s only blue-

grass festival returns to the area 

next weekend as local and vis-

iting bands converge on Cross 

Ranch State Park near Center. 

The 31st annual Missouri Riv-

er Bluegrass Festival is set for 

June 16 and 17 at Cross Ranch. 

“Bands coming from Michi-

gan and Missouri this year, as 

well as our own Waddington 

Brothers from Regent, who just 

won 1st place at the Interna-

tional Bluegrass competition in 

Nashville,” Event organizer Jill 

Wiese said of the festival lineup. 

Wiese, a part of host band 

Cotton Wood, helps organize 

the annual event while also 

performing with the Washburn 

and Center band. 

“We have been a part of this 

festival as a band for 22 years 

now,” Wiese said of Cotton 

Wood. 
Also on the lineup are North 

Dakota bands the Bluestems 

and the Waddington Brothers. 

“The Bluestems from Elgin 

have been a part of this festival 

for several years now, as well, 

and their age range is from 10-

18 and they are just amazing,” 

Wiese said. “The Waddington 

Brothers are from Regent and 

many folks will remember them 

from last summer when they 

wowed the crowd.” 

Wiese said the Wadding-

ton Brothers have also made a 

name for themselves outside of 

the state. 
“They came to this festival as 

young kids and jammed late at 

night in the shop and now are 

the SPGMA International blue-

grass band champions having 

earned that title in Nashville, 

Tennessee, this spring,” Wiese 

said. “We are honored they are 

coming back.” 
There are also a few new 

faces coming from outside the 

state this year. 
“The Paul’s from Michigan … 

are a family bluegrass band and 

are just terrific,” Wiese said. “I 

am most excited to hear them 

as I have heard so much about 

them. They are making their 

way through North Dakota to 

play several places.” 

Dalton Harper and his band 

Ramblin Heart from Missouri 

are also slated to play the fes-

tival for the first time, though 

Wiese is familiar with the group. 

“We heard Dalton last sum-

mer in South Dakota and just 

knew we had to hire him to 

come to North Dakota and sing 

and play,” Wiese said. 

Wiese said she is excited for 

the fresh lineup of musicians 

each year and that 2023 is no 

different, with huge variety and 

plenty of up-and-coming tal-

ent.
“I love the lineup this year 

as there are so many young 

people. Between the Paul’s and 

Waddingtons and Bluestems 

and even Ramblin Heart, the 

crowd will love all of them and 

their ridiculous talent,” Wiese 

said. “Cotton Wood will be the 

‘grammas and grandpas’ of the 

festival except for Reid Buckley, 

who is our youngest member 

of the band.
The bluegrass festival goes 

beyond entertainment, includ-

ing a “Learn a bluegrass song” 

workshop for all ages. 

“I love the interaction be-

tween the headline bands from 

the U.S. teaching us songs,” Wi-

ese said. “Such a special time 

amongst our locals and some 

of the most talented folks in 

the U.S. To get up close and 

personal with these great folks 

is just priceless.” 

Wiese said the workshop, 

which goes from 1-3 p.m. Sat-

urday, is open to all skill levels 

and instruments. 

“You may be inspired to run 

right out and buy a banjo,” Wi-

ese said, emphasizing that the 

workshop is her favorite part of 

the annual event. 

Also, extra special about the 

event is how open it is, Wiese 

said. 
“I think one of the most spe-

cial things about this bluegrass 

festival is that it is so very fam-

ily friendly,” Wiese said. “Our 

daughters grew up at this fes-

tival and it is a safe and friendly 

environment all weekend.” 

Wiese said attendees of all 

ages stay up playing music 

throughout the park and tod-

dlers can be seen dancing 

around -- and sometimes on -- 

the stage each year.

Chief said it allows people an extra 

tool to get inside and take cover

First responders in the city 

of Washburn will use an exist-

ing tool to help notify residents 

when there is a weather emer-

gency.
Washburn Fire Chief Clayton 

Verke spoke to the Washburn 

City Commission on June 12 

about going back “to the old 

way” of doing things when it 

comes to using emergency si-

ren.
Verke explained the city used 

to use the sirens for “every-

thing” and it got to the point 

where residents stopped paying 

attention to them. At that time, 

the fire department decided to 

only use the siren when there 

was a fire emergency.

“We would set it off for any-

thing – if the National Weather 

Service said we had a little ro-

tation, if the winds got high – 

we would set them off,” he ex-

plained. 
About five months ago, Ver-

ke said he attended a meet-

ing where a community in the 

southern United States had 

a tornado warning, and their 

sirens were not used. Sadly, 

some lost their lives during that 

emergency and the city was 

sued. 
“It kind of made me think 

about it,” Verke told the com-
