Directors devote a certain amount of time to the cooperative. At a minimum, a director attends each
monthly board meeting. Directors learn about the industry as a whole by reading other materials and
by attending state and national meetings. An understanding of the industry’s issues is vital. To help
directors with their responsibilities, training is offered through the electric cooperative’s statewide
organization. Courses cover director duties and liabilities, understanding the electric business, board
roles and relationships, strategic planning, and financial decision-making. Directors currently serving

on the cooperative’s board find the duty extremely rewarding.
